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English Language Education and Research
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The English Language Education and Research Program aims to help students acquire advanced English language proficiency
necessary for daily classroom teaching, as well as expand professional knowledge and improve the techniques of practicing teachers. Its
basic stance is that university faculty members and elementary, junior and senior high school teachers learn theory and practice from
each other and share information. Classes are divided into a junior high and high school English education course and an elementary
school English education course.

This program has been recognized as a Brush up Program for professional (BP) by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology. A BP Program provides opportunities for professional development for working adults or company workers.

Brush up Program
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My research interests include teaching and assessing written academic
communication, spoken interaction, repositioning literature in language
teaching, curriculum development and motivation.
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I take a multidisciplinary approach to language, culture, and
society. At graduate school I offer a course in which speech
act theory is used for designing lesson plans for communicative
language teaching. In my research I have been recently
working on the evolutionary theory of culture.
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My research interests are whole language, teaching English

to elementary school children, experiential learning, and

in-service and pre-service teacher education.
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My research focuses on English Language Education and
Teaching and its connection to Social Justice, Global
Citizenship, and Intercultural Communicative Competence. I
also focus on Sociolinguistics, especially how English is used in
Japan, as well as by other groups and countries around the
world.
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In my pedagogical approach as an English teacher and a
teacher educator, I employ reflective practice applying
philosophical hermeneutics and phenomenology. As a
researcher, I am interested in describing the reflective
learning process of second language teachers and revealing
unnoticed meanings of phenomena often experienced in the
classrooms.
